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SPRINKLER PROTECTION  - SP        
         
 

Sprinkler Protection may be installed throughout the building in which case the system 
should be classified as "complete", or in part of the building only. If there are less that 10 
sprinklers, the building is considered to be not sprinklered. (Exception: some properties 
may be completely protected by a sprinkler system with less than 10 sprinkler heads. 
Where a structure has been sprinklered in conformance with NFPA 13 it will be considered 
to be fully protected by a sprinkler system.)      
        
In addition, the sprinkler system could be central station supervised or the building could 
be provided with standard watchman service consisting of regular recorded rounds, the 
alarms from the sprinkler system could be directly transmitted to fire alarm headquarters, 
or the alarms could be local only, which fact should be indicated by using the appropriate 
classification.
