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Horse Racing Policy: Scratch Time (Thoroughbred) 

 
 

 
SCRATCH TIME – Is the act of withdrawing an entered horse from a contest. 
 
Scratch time will be 8:00 a.m. the day of the contest/race. 
 
Horses designated as “also eligible” will be given the opportunity to draw in to the body of the 
race before 8:00 a.m. the day of the race, if a scratch occurs.   
 
Whether or not a horse draws in to run will be at the discretion of the owner, trainer or 
authorized agent of the “also eligible” horse. 
 
This policy takes preference over rule 93 (2).
